Å193 Member States of the United Nations adopted the Sustainable Development 

Goals (SDGs) by General Assembly resolution A/RES/70/1 of 25th September 2015.

ÅThe SDGs with their 169 targets forms the core of the Resolution 70/1 of the United 

Nations, which is a breakthrough agreement called AGENDA 2030.

ÅThey are a universal call to ending all forms of poverty, fighting inequalities and 

tackling climate change while ensuring that no one is left behind.

ACHIEVING “SOCIAL” GOALS 

Improve range of schemes for enhancing poverty alleviation including access to social 
assistance services, financial services and skill development, while enhancing community 
participation in development programme.

Increase crop production through improved integrated farming systems, knowledge 
backstopping, irrigation and farm mechanization, implementation of Supplementary 
Nutrition Programme supported by strong monitoring and follow up system.

Implementation of the 4th Phase of the MeghaHealth Insurance Schemes and increasing 
integrated Antenatal Care and First Referral Units for improving medical facilities and 
personnel for rural areas.

Implementation of non-formal preschool education, increasing scholarships for enrolment 
into higher education, enrolment of women candidates in government Industrial Training 
Institutes and short term courses; increasing no. of learning institutions across the State.
